Craft Fair Participant Guidelines
1. All space fees are to be paid by registration time.  Phone registrations taken the week before can be paid during set-up, but spaces are not guaranteed at that time.  Spaces are rented on a first-come, first-served basis.  Set up times are from 9 am to 3 pm Friday, and 8 to 9:30 am Saturday and Sunday.

2. Temporary sales tax permits will be issued to those who do not have an Iowa Retail Sales Tax Permit.

3. Rent the number of spaces you need for set-up, selling, etc., which includes vehicles that you are selling from (trailers, campers or vans). All other vehicles must be moved to parking areas OUTSIDE fenced festival grounds after set-up. Extra parking is available for them. We do not want anyone trying to set up after 3 pm on Friday because the festival begins at 4 p.m. and begins again at 10 a.m. on Saturday and Sunday. So no vehicles on premises past 9:30 a.m. on those days. The Lansing Fish Days Committee reserves the right to reject any large vehicles inside festival grounds.

4. You are responsible for all electrical extension cords and adapters if you need electricity.

5. Vendors will receive two entry buttons for each space rented.  You will need this button to re-enter the festival grounds.  If you need additional buttons for your helpers they are $3.00 each. 
6. We hope you plan to remain on the fest grounds for Sunday’s show.  If you plan to leave after Saturday’s close, you’ll have to hand-carry your materials out or wait until after hours to dismantle. 
7. The Lansing Fish Days Committee reserves the right to close down any booth selling objectionable products. Fish Days is for children as well as adults and for everyone’s safety, no knives, sharp items, or items that hurt others, smoke bombs, or other offensive items will be allowed for sale. 
8. The Lansing Lions Club and the Lansing Fish Days Committee are not responsible for any items/products left on the festival grounds at any time during the Fish Days weekend. Cover up or lock up if you leave your booth. 
9. Clean up litter and waste from your area. Please do not ask anyone to clean up your mess after you leave. 
*Note:  We will have the entrance you enter for setup manned during key times of the festival and try to place some other activity in the arts & crafts area to increase traffic flow.  Additionally, we will place signs announcing the festival and arts and crafts along major roads entering Lansing including from Wisconsin side of river. 
Thank you for participating! If everyone observes these rules and guidelines, it will make a safe, enjoyable weekend for everyone. We hope the weekend will be profitable for you and that you’ll come again next year.
